You can see a video of her address and can read the text at  

http://www.realtor.org/about_nar/presidents_report/aboutnar_pr_introcoxgolder  

 Rim Country REALTORS ®  have been 
working harder than ever, achieving a rise 
in unit sales that carried from May through 
August and September.  Some of this 
success has resulted from increasing activity 

outside of Payson/Star Valley and Pine/
Strawberry markets, where more affordable 
housing has attracted  new REALTORS ® as 
well as new buyers.  Total sales dollars 
remained steady throughout the summer 
months, slipping below last years monthly 
total in September. Sales continue to be 

stronger among lower priced properties.  
 Even with the spring upswing in 
sales that set the pace for the summer,   
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Rim Country sales so far in 2009 have lagged below the low benchmark of 
2008.  Unit sales of 483 properties totaling $102.6 million were sold, 
compared to 541 properties totaling $142.3  million for the first three months 
of 2008.
